2009 Proposed Charges
The mission of the Climate Change (EX) Task Force is to serve as coordinator of the NAIC analysis of the impact of climate change on insurance consumers, insurance providers and insurance regulators. The Task Force will continue to examine the implications of climate change on insurer solvency, the availability of affordable insurance coverage for the nation’s insurance consumers and its impact on insurance regulation. The Task Force shall coordinate its efforts with other NAIC standing committees and task forces so that no duplication of effort occurs.

Ongoing Support of NAIC Programs, Products, or Services:

1. Address recommendations and conclusions cited in the 2008 Task Force white paper The Potential Impact of Climate Change on Insurance Regulation. Regarding steps regulators need to take to assure that they are adequately monitoring insurers’ activities with regard to managing the financial condition of insurance and the performance of insurance markets to the benefit of the nation’s insurance consumers. 
2. Sponsor a Climate Change and Global Warming Summit in 2009 to initiate and facilitate proposed sponsoring of best practices in areas of consumer protection, consumer confidence, solvency, climate related risks and a functioning competitive insurance market in regard to climate change. 
3. Reappoint the Climate Risk Disclosure Working Group to complete work on the Climate Risk Disclosure Proposal.
